TRADITIONAL STAFF VILLAGE

AFRICAN VILLAGE 1

This staff village is set out in conjunction with African heritage and traditional
customs. All staff members were interviewed and contributed to, and supported
the resulting concept.

- Each unit has a mini kitchen
- Communal kitchen

- Communal washing

- Medicine garden

The plan of the village follows a traditional layout where male elders, female elders
and youth are seperated.

A communal hut was built with the staff, and is constructed from the following
materials:

- Rhino dung

- Elephant dung

- Leadwood (on site)




TRADITIONAL STAFF VILLAGE

The plan and utility of the second African village was
again formulated according to the needs of the staff
members. This ensured the functionality and sustainability
of the village.

Sporting and recreational needs have also been
accommodated, including:

- A soccer field

- Fruit orchard

- Vegetable garden

FIG TREE LODGE

The layout of this 1200m? private family retreat was
largely produced by a sensitivity shown towards the
trees on the site. This produced a plan which snakes
through the trees, allowing all but 1 tree to be
protected during the construction process.
